Character Study

For this study, you will focus on character using:

· a visual

· character trait words

· a quote
· responses to 3 essential questions

Essential questions provoke deep thought, lively discussion, and new understanding.  They require people to consider alternatives, weigh evidence, support their ideas, and justify their answers.  They stimulate their rethinking of assumptions, and spark meaningful connections with prior learning, and personal experiences.  Especially when thinking beyond the book, we encourage lots of debate, discussion, and the questioning of ideas.  You can draw on other books, movies, personal experiences or world happenings.

Grades 3-5 should select a chapter book or novel. Your answers to the questions below should be at least 1 paragraph long for each question.  The paragraphs should be 5-7 sentences.

· Thoughtfully discuss with others (e.g. family/friends) and then respond to one of these essential questions:

· What does it mean to be an insider or an outsider?  

· What are the elements that build a strong friendship?
Thinking about your book…
· Draw an important character from your book 

· Include some character traits of your character on your picture (see attached)
· Add a speech bubble to your picture to include a quote from the book that supports one of the questions below.
· Thoughtfully respond to TWO of the following essential questions:
· What personal qualities help or hinder the formation of relationships in your book?

· How is conflict an inevitable part of relationships in your book?
   OR
· How are people transformed through their relationships with others in your book?
· Include the title of the book and the name of your character on your project
